Those hosting celebrations and servers must limit drinks to your guests or patrons. Don’'t serve more than
one or two over several hours.

Identify and provide free non-alcoholic drinks to the Designated Sober Driver. For tasty drink recipes,
visit the DDrink Mixology Center.

Cut back on the amount of drinks you plan to bring to the party — and provide plenty of food.
