Law enforcement region-wide is asking for everyone’s support this summer:

e Plan ahead. Arrange rides home for your friends, family, co-workers and
yourself before the drinking begins.

e Those hosting celebrations and servers must limit drinks to your guests or
patrons. Don’t serve more than one or two over several hours.
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e Identify and provide free non-alcoholic drinks to the Designated Sober Driver.

e Cut back on the amount of drinks you plan to bring to the party - and provide
plenty of food.

e If you see dangerous driving, Report Drunk Drivers - Call 9-1-1!
