Please know that 
SFPD will as always do everything we can to keep all at-
tendees and residents safe during this week.   
 
I want to review with everyone how you can best avoid 
being a victim of a burglary. Please ensure that you are 
taking basic security measures i.e. locking and securing all 
doors and windows. Be mindful of this security even when 
at home do not leave a window or door open that is easily 
accessible from the ground floor. Always remember to 
keep your garage doors closed and secured. Do not leave a 
hide-a key. Suspects are very in tune with where people 
leave spare keys. Do not leave your garage door opener in 
your car or at least keep it out of view. Please think about 
installing a security camera and motion activated lights. 
Of course a big deterrent of burglaries is having a dog but 
I know not all of us can be lucky enough to have our furry 
friends on guard each day and night. Finally please imme-
diately call 911 if you think you see a crime in progress or 
a suspicious person in your neighborhood. District resi-
dents have being doing a great job of calling 911 when 
they see suspicious activity or what they believe to be a 
crime in progress. These calls have led to numerous ar-
rests. Our officers responded quickly and were able to take 
suspects into custody.  
 
Please take the time to review the SF SAFE form on the 
next page (page 13) and my tip on page 12 for helpful res-
idential safety tips. Your safety is paramount to us here at 
Park Station and with your help we can prevent many 
crimes and solve more.

 A nearby Park Station Officer saw the women chasing the dog and  intervened to assist 

in their efforts to help corral the dog who was clearly in great distress. Connie lured the dog 

out of hiding by sharing her own lunch, and the ravenous pup eagerly consumed every morsel 

while Paige stood by attempting to build trust with the petrified creature.  They obtained some 

twine and together were able to  slowly coax the tiny fugitive into a makeshift lasso….

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 Sunday, June 10, 2018, was a beautiful and sunny day for the Haight–Ashbury Street 

Fair. The Haight Street Corridor, between Stanyan Street and Masonic Avenue, had an array of 

tents for over 200 outdoor vendors, selling food, playing music, displaying art, merchandise, 

clothing, crafts, and promoting businesses. Throughout the day, Haight Street held 

approximately 80,000 people that arrived in full force to celebrate the 41th Anniversary of the 

Haight-Ashbury Street Fair.

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Civil Sidewalks Citation—1100 block of Masonic Ave.—06/14/2018 11:53 am  
At the above date and time, officer observed a subject lying down on the sidewalk in violation of the civil 
sidewalk ordinance. Officers cited the subject for her violation without incident.   
 
Warrant Arrest/ Local SF Warrant—1000 block of Potrero Ave.—06/16/2018 12:02 am   
Officers responded to a call of a stabbing. Officers made contact with the victim, who was transported to 
SFGH. It was discovered that he had an outstanding no bail felony warrant for burglary. The subject was 
booked at County Jail, after being medically cleared and discharged from the hospital.  
 
Warrant Arrest—Unit block of Laguna St.—06/17/2018 4:37 am  
Officers were dispatched to the above area regarding a possible burglary. Upon arrival, officers spoke with a 
witness, who stated that she observed two suspicious individuals going through property in the lobby. Officers 
had two individuals detained and it was discovered that one of them had a parole violation, no bail warrant. 
The subject was transported to Park Station, where he was booked, and the second  subject was released at the 
scene. 
 
Vehicle Burglary/ Stolen Property—Twins Peaks Blvd /Christmas Tree Point—06/17/2018 5:43 pm  
While driving in the above area, officers observed a blue Honda with paper plates affixed to its rear. Officers 
observed a male subject looking into a vehicle that was parked next to him. The subject entered the passenger 
side of the Honda, and attempted to flee the scene. Officers suspected that the subject was in an act of 
committing a vehicle burglary. Officers ordered the driver to stop the vehicle and ordered the subjects to exit 
the vehicle. Officers conducted a probable cause search and located a flashlight, burglary tools, a clear plastic 
bag containing marijuana indicative of possession for sales, and stolen property. The two subjects were 
transported to Park Station pending further investigation. Both suspects were later transported to County Jail 
and booked for attempted burglary, possession of stolen property, conspiracy. One of the subjects had 
additional charges for probation violations and possession of burglary tools.  
 
Driving License Suspended/Traffic Violation Arrest—4TH Ave. /Lincoln way—06/18/2018 11:06 am  
Officers observed a vehicle that had expired registration tabs displayed. Officers effected a traffic stop in the 
above area and made contact with the driver. A computer query revealed that the driver had a suspended 
driver’s license. Officers cited the driver for both violations, and released him on scene.  
 
Driving License Suspended—Christmas Tree Point Rd / Twins Peaks Blvd.—06/18/2018 1:55 pm  
Officers observed a vehicle without a displayed front license plate in the above area, and expired registration 
tabs on the rear license plate. A computer check revealed that the vehicle’s registration was expired. Officers 
effected a traffic stop on the vehicle and made contact with the driver. It was discovered that the driver had an 
outstanding warrant for his arrest out of Berkeley. Officers placed the subject under arrest for his outstanding 
warrant arrest, driving with a suspended license, and operating a vehicle with expired registration. The subject 
was transported to Park Station and booked for the above violations.

I  want to take this time to remind everyone to record the serial numbers of all your valuables 
i.e. bikes, tools etc. You can do this by simply taking a photo of the item and then zoom in to 
take a photo of the serial number. Most people have smart phones and you can easily use 
your phone camera to achieve this. This is really great information for you to have in the 
event you are a victim of a theft. We can post the photos on flyers and record the serial num-
bers of your possessions so that in the event we make an arrest of an individual with stolen 
items your items will be easily recognizable. Officers can also identify them easily if they are 
being sold at any location. Bottom line having this information increases your chances of be-
ing reunited with your stolen items. It also increases the chances of these thieves being held 
accountable for their crimes.

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Captain Bailey’s tip of the week to prevent or solve crime 
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Park Smart Campaign 
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 3-1-1: Please contact 3-1-1 when the issue is a not an emergency, yet requires City 

services or, if you simply have questions regarding City services. Non-emergency situations 

include the following examples: damage to public property,  public trees that requires pruning, 

defective streets or sidewalks, homeless-related issues. 3-1-1 was developed to help the 

community inform the appropriate City agency regarding a service request.  

 Non- Emergency San Francisco Dispatch Line: Pease call the non- emergency 

dispatch line (415-553-0123) when the scenario does not need immediate response from the 

San Francisco Police Department. For example, if there is a loud party, a group of loud 

juveniles loitering in front of your residence, noise complaints, doubled parked vehicles, 

suspicious activities, or a homeless/nuisance related issue. The non-emergency line is for 

situations that require the police, but do not require an immediate police response.  

 9-1-1, please call 9-1-1 immediately if there is a police, fire, medical, or any other 

emergency. The purpose of San Francisco's 9-1-1 Emergency Telephone System is to 

provide the community an immediate response of police, fire, or medical personnel for 

emergency occurrences. To accomplish this, it is imperative that the calls received on the 9-1-1 

line be restricted to those situations that require immediate dispatching of police, paramedic, or 

fire department personnel. For example, crimes or fires that are in-progress, or medical 

emergencies. 

 The San Francisco Police Department district station telephone numbers and emails are 

not monitored. Questions will be answered in the order we receive them. Station emails are not 

for making police reports nor for reporting a crime. If you need to make a police report, you 

can call 415-553-0123 or go to your district police station. If you have an emergency, please
