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DEFINITION OF SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY

Suspicious activity is any observed behavior that could indicate a crime-related inci-
dent has been committed, or about to be committed. Unusual items or situations: A
vehicle is parked in an odd location, a package/luggage is left unattended, a window/
door is open that is usually closed, or other out-of-the-ordinary situations occur.

Examples of Suspicious Activity:
+ An individual peering into vehicles, to try and locate any valuables left unattended.

+ An individual trying door handles to vehicles, and/or residences to gain access to
the vehicle and/or residence.

+ An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packag-
es, or individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off
packages.

IF YOU SEE SOMETHING, SAY SOMETHING
DEFINITIONS OF CRIME

Robbery— Robbery is the taking of property from another by using force or by using fear.

Assault— An assault is an unlawful attempt, coupled with the present ability, to commit a violent injury on another per-
son.

Battery- (Misdemeanor battery) is any willful and unlawful touching of another.

(Felony battery) is the use of force or violence upon the person of another that causes serious bodily in
jury.

** Assault is when a person swings their arm and battery is when that arm makes contact with another person. **

Aggravated Assault— Assault upon another person with a deadly weapon or instrument other than a firearm or by means
of force likely to produce great bodily injury.

Burglary— The intent upon entry into a property to commit grand theft, petty theft, or any felony.
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DEFINITION OF COMMUNITY POLICING

Community policing, or community-oriented policing, is a strategy of
policing that focuses on police building ties and working closely with
members of the communities.

Homeless Outreach: Richmond Station Officers coordinate with city
agencies to provide assistance and offer City services as needed. The Of-
ficers handle quality of life issues and find programs for willing individ-

uals.

Foot Patrol: Richmond Station has dedicated foot patrols on Clem-
ent St., Geary Blvd, Golden Gate Park as well as the Cliff House.

San Francisco Police Officers Participate in Training
For Using Best Practices with Youth

San Francisco Police Department officers will attend a four day Policing the Teen Brain
train-the-trainer session May 29th through June 1st at the San Francisco Scottish Rite
Masonic Center. Developed by Strategies for Youth (SFY), the Policing the Teen Brain
training aims to improve interactions between law enforcement and youth, give officers
a better understanding of the development of the teen brain and thought processes and
provide tactics for deescalating interactions and avoiding the use of force. An important
goal of the training is to help officers be aware of and address disproportionate minority
contact and reduce the arrests of youth demonstrating mental health issues.

“We look to this unique program as a step toward enhancing our work with youth,” said
SFPD Chief William Scott. “Through this training, we hope to offer officers new skills for
interacting with youth, give them a better understanding of why youth behave the way
they do and strengthen officers’ relationships with young people in San Francisco.”

The San Francisco Youth Commission and the Department of Police Accountability
lobbied for the training for the past eight years and were instrumental in bringing the
course to the San Francisco Police Department.

“As a chartered city body, the Youth Commission is in a unique position to hear the
concerns of youth across San Francisco,” said Kiely Hosmon, Director of the San
Francisco Youth Commission. “Youth in our city have expressed concerns regarding
their interactions with law enforcement officers, and we are hopeful this training will help
improve relationships between youth and police.”

The Policing the Teen Brain training includes a psychologist specializing in adolescent
development to explain normative development for youth, mental health issues
prevalent among teens and the impacts of trauma on police/youth interactions.

The newly trained officers will present the SFY curriculum on demographic and cultural
factors affecting police/youth interactions, as well as changes in juvenile laws affecting
officers’ provision of Miranda protections. The SFY training also includes youth who will
participate in skits and dialogues with the officers. Leaders of youth-serving programs
will highlight community-based services and alternatives to arrest.

Types of Crime Reports That Can Be Filed Online:

e Harassing Phone Calls: When you are experiencing annoying calls - with no known
suspects; for example, hang-ups or heavy breathing.
® Lost Property: When property has disappeared and not stolen. If you think it could

have been taken but you have noidea by who, you may enter the report online.
Theft: When property is stolen but there has been no illegal entry or contact by the thief.
Vandalism/Graffiti: The act of changing, modifying or defacing public or private property,
including graffiti.
Vehicle Burglary: When property was stolen from a vehicle.
@ Vehicle Tampering: Tampering with a motor vehicle, including vandalism/graffiti of the

vehicle.

Calling the Police:

Dispatchers ask questions in a particular order for a reason. It is
best to stay calm and answer all questions to the best of your ability.

Complaint: Location, Hazards (ie. weapons at scene), Victim info (sex, age, condition)
Suspect Description: Gender, Race, Age, Clothing, distinguishing features
Vehicle Description: Color, Make, Model, License Plate, distinguishing features
