Check out this 
weeks tips. 
 
Cell Phone Tips While Driving: 
 
1. Use speaker phone or a headset. Use a 
hands-free device like a headset or talk on 
speaker phone.

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2. Hang up when necessary. Just because you can talk in the car doesn’t 
mean you always should.  
 

3. Don’t dial while driving. Become familiar  with your phone’s speed di-
aling and voice-activation features to minimize dialing. 
 
4. Remember to focus on driving. Don’t look up phone numbers, don’t 
take notes or play with your PDA (personal digital assistant) while driving. 
These activities prohibit you from watching where you are going. Of course, 
you shouldn’t read the paper, apply eye make-up or write notes while driv-
ing either. Driving is serious business! 
 
5. Keep conversations to a minimum while driving, Keep conversations 
short and sweet. Don’t use the cell phone for social visiting while you drive. 
 
6. Ask your passenger to dial when you’re in the driver’s seat. If possi-
ble, ask a passenger to make or take a call for you. 
 
7. Know the laws when driving. Familiar ize yourself with the laws con-
cerning distracted driving.

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DEFINITION OF SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY 

Suspicious activity is any observed behavior that could indicate a crime-related inci-
dent has been committed, or about to be committed. Unusual items or situations: A 
vehicle is parked in an odd location, a package/luggage is left unattended, a window/
door is open that is usually closed, or other out-of-the-ordinary situations occur.  
 
Examples of Suspicious Activity: 
 
 An individual peering into vehicles, to try and locate any valuables left unattended. 
 
 An individual trying door handles to vehicles, and/or residences to gain access to 

the vehicle and/or residence. 
 
 An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packag-

es, or individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off 
packages. 

 
 

IF YOU SEE SOMETHING, SAY SOMETHING 

 

 
Robbery– Robbery is the taking of property from another by using force or by using fear. 
 
 
Assault– An assault is an unlawful attempt, coupled with the present ability, to commit a violent injury on another per-
son.   
 
 
Battery- (Misdemeanor battery) is any willful and unlawful touching of another . 
 
    (Felony battery) is the use of force or  violence upon the person of another  that causes  ser ious bodily in  
     jury.  
 
 
**Assault is when a person swings their arm and battery is when that arm makes contact with another person. ** 
 
 
Aggravated Assault– Assault upon another person with a deadly weapon or instrument other than a firearm or by means 
of force likely to produce great bodily injury.  
 
 
Burglary– The intent upon entry into a property to commit grand theft, petty theft, or any felony.
