Eligibility Requirements:

Resident of San Francisco County;

18 years of age or older;

Require assistance with a minimum of two Activities of Daily Living
(ADLs) and/or Instrumental Activities of Daily Living (IADLs);
Monthly income does not exceed 100% of Area Median Income
(available at stmohcd.org)

Assets do not exceed $40,000 (excluding one house and one car);
Willing to pay a portion of the home care cost (sliding scale); and
Willing to participate in program requirements and evaluations.

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DEFINITION OF SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY

Suspicious activity is any observed behavior that could indicate a crime-related inci-
dent has been committed, or about to be committed. Unusual items or situations: A
vehicle is parked in an odd location, a package/luggage is left unattended, a window/
door is open that is usually closed, or other out-of-the-ordinary situations occur.
Examples of Suspicious Activity:

+ An individual peering into vehicles, to try and locate any valuables left unattended.

+ An individual trying door handles to vehicles, and/or residences to gain access to
the vehicle and/or residence.

+ An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packag-
es, or individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off
packages.

IF YOU SEE SOMETHING, SAY SOMETHING
DEFINITIONS OF CRIME

Robbery— Robbery is the taking of property from another by using force or by using fear.

Assault— An assault is an unlawful attempt, coupled with the present ability, to commit a violent injury on another per-
son.

Battery- (Misdemeanor battery) is any willful and unlawful touching of another.

(Felony battery) is the use of force or violence upon the person of another that causes serious bodily in
jury.

**Assault is when a person swings their arm and battery is when that arm makes contact with another person. **

Aggravated Assault— Assault upon another person with a deadly weapon or instrument other than a firearm or by means
of force likely to produce great bodily injury.

Burglary— The intent upon entry into a property to commit grand theft, petty theft, or any felony.

San Francisco Police Conduct Missing Person Investigation

In late July, 2018 and during the first week of August, 2018 the San Francisco Police
Department was contacted by the family and neighbors of 65 year-old Brian Egg who
were concerned that they had not seen or heard from Mr. Egg in some time. On both
occasions, officers responded to Mr. Egg’s residence on the 200 block of Clara Street,
but received no response and saw no suspicious circumstances. On August 7, the San
Francisco Police Department began a missing person investigation after a family
member of Mr. Egg reported him missing. Officers responded to the location again but
were met with no response at the residence.

On August 14, 2018 concerned neighbors of Mr. Egg called 911 to report that a
suspicious person was outside Mr. Egg’s residence, along with a crime scene cleaning
truck. Officers responded to the scene, detained the individual and were able to make
entry to the residence. Officers did not locate Mr. Egg but found evidence including
cleaning products and suspicious odors in the residence. On August 15, the SFPD
Homicide Detail took over the investigation and a search warrant was authorized for Mr.
Egg’s residence. While searching the location, SFPD investigators found human
remains inside a fish tank.

The San Francisco Medical Examiner’s Office responded and took control of the human
remains. The identity of the person is still pending.

During the course of this investigation, Homicide investigators developed leads that led
to the August 16 arrests of two suspects: 39 year-old Lance Silva of San Francisco, and
52 year-old Robert McCaffrey of San Francisco. They were arrested on homicide, fraud,
theft, identity theft and elder abuse charges and booked into San Francisco County Jail.
These charges were later discharged by the District Attorney’s Office pending further
investigation. Silva remains in custody at Alameda County Jail for a probation violation.

San Francisco Police Respond to Firearm Related Incident at
Balboa High School

On Thursday, August 30, 2018 at approximately 11:15 AM, San Francisco Police
responded to Balboa High School regarding a possible gunshot fired in a classroom.
The San Francisco Unified School District placed Balboa High School on lockdown and
lockout. In an abundance of caution, Leadership High School, Denman Middle School,
and San Miguel Early Education School were also placed on lockdown and lockout.

A methodical search of the campus was conducted, resulting in four Balboa High
School students being taken into custody. A firearm and spent bullet casing were also
recovered. At this time, one student is under investigation for the firearm discharge, with
the three other students being investigated as possible accessories after the fact.

One student sustained non-life threatening injuries unrelated to the firearm discharge
and was evaluated and released to parents at the scene. No other students were
injured in this incident.

The San Francisco Police Department works closely with the San Francisco Unified
School District, the San Francisco Fire Department, and the Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives to coordinate responses for these types of
incidents. This is an active and ongoing investigation. Anyone with information is asked
to call the SFPD Tip Line at (415) 575-4444 or Text a Tip to TIP411 and begin the text
message with SFPD.
