A JOB WELL DONE

On February 10, 2019 at approximately 6:00 PM Officers responded to Fulton and
Masonic and a report of a stolen laptop. The first Officers arrived on scene and met
with the victim and a witness. Officer Villaarin and Officer Salazar gave a detailed
description over their police radios of the suspects and the laptop that was stolen.

The following Sergeants and Officers responded to the area to search for the
suspects and stolen laptop: Sgt. O’Malley, Sgt. Friedman, Sgt. Salazar, Ofc. Aguirre,
Ofc. Riechsteiner, Ofc. Cheng, Ofc. Asare, Ofc. Lewis, Ofc. Coronado, Ofc. Prescott,
Ofc. Murphy, and Ofc. Street. A short time later one of the suspects was seen hiding
between two vehicles, this suspect was detained. The victim and witness could not
positively identify the suspect as the person who stole the laptop, so he was released.

Captain Bailey has named Marylou Para Citizen Of The Month for the
month of April

This month | am nominating Marylou Para as our citizen of the month. Although her home was a victim of a
burglary Marylou and her cousin had taken several steps that allowed us the SFPD to successfully arrest the
perpetrator in their case.

#1 The home has an app (part of the NEST program) which notifies them when someone opens their door.

#2 The home has a surveillance camera that provided video footage of the suspect entering their home and
exiting with the stolen items

#3 One of the stolen items taken was a device that had a tracker which allowed them to track the device to a
tent in the Mission.

#4 At this time they smartly called the police. Marylou assured me she would never have approached the
suspect/s and that is why she immediately called the police.

#5 Police responded and made the arrest of the individual who was in possession of the stolen property. This
individual was on probation for burglary. All the victim’s property was recovered.

What a great end to an invasion of their home. This victim’s success was based on all the steps she and her
cousin had taken to keep their home secure and safe and even though the culprit had made entry into her
home her proactive steps allowed us to make an arrest.

Thank you Marylou and congratulations

Takeaway lesson- get your surveillance camera, your app that notifies you of someone entering your home
and put a tracker on any device that is of value.

Be safe and do everything you can to prevent being a victim but if you are take all the precautions that will
allow us to take these predators into custody.

Warrant Arrest, Local SF Warrant/ Area of Sanchez St. - 03/26/19 08:58

Officers responded to the area of Sanchez St. in an attempt to locate a missing person. Officers were advised
that the subject had an active felony warrant. Subject was located and the Officers arrested her for her felony
warrant and transported her to County Jail.

While on patrol, Officers observed a vehicle making an unlawful left turn. A traffic stop was conducted and
Officers contacted the driver.

Assault, Agsoravated w/ Force; False Imprisonment

On March 18", 2019, five subjects viciously attacked the victim at Haight/Ashbury.

Two of the suspects were apprehended by police upon their arrival and investigation. With the assistance of
several security cameras in the area, FLYNN and NIXON were seen in the footage kicking and stomping the
victim. Park SIT investigators were able to develop information which positively identified both persons as the
other suspects-at-large and arrest warrants were issued.

City-wide announcements and BOLOs were sent out but Park units who were familiar with the suspect’s
habits and hang-outs located both FLYNN mad NIXON on the same day after coordinated operations to locate
them. All five were taken into custody by 03/27.

Warrant Arrest, Enroute to Dept. Of Corrections, Municipal code Violation (General)/ Area of Noe St.
—03/28/19 05:58

While on patrol on Noe St. near the parking garage, Officers observed a subject next to the 25(a) MPC sign. A
warrants check was conducted and it revealed that the subject had a no bail felony warrant out of California
Department of Corrections. Subject was placed under arrest and transported to County Jail.

Distracted Drlvmg

Distracted driving is anything that takes your eyes or
mind off the road. In the smariphone age, distracted
driving is the most dangerous when drivers are using
their cell phone behind the wheel.

Whether it is talking, emailing, texting, plugging
in directions, using an app or scrolling through
social media feeds, using a cell phone is not only
dangerous, but also illegal.

In 2017, 3,166 people were killed in distracted
driving related crashes across the country, or nearly
10 percent of all traffic deaths.

Using a phone to dial, talk or text triples the risk

of a driver getting into a crash. Texting is the most
alarming distraction. Sending or reading a text takes
your eyes off the road for an average of 5 seconds.
At 55 mph, that’s like driving the length of a football
field with your eyes closed.

Other serious driver distractions such as eating,
grooming, reaching for objects on the floor,
changing clothes or talking with passengers are just
as dangerous. The safest thing drivers can do is put
down the phone, focus on the road and just drive.

electronic device must be used in a handsfree
manner, such as speaker or voice commands.
The law applies when at a stop sign or signal.

To use a phone while driving, it must be
mounted on the dashboard, windshield (seven-
inch square in lower right corner or five-inch
square in lower left corner), or center console.

Safety Tips

{) Garage: When entering or leaving the
garage, watch to ensure door shuts
completely. Lock stored bikes to a sturdy
rack,

) Car: Always lock your vehicle when
parked in your garage and remove all
valuables. Never leave garage door
opener in your vehicle when parked
outside your home.

£) Spare Key: Never hide spare keys. If you
need to have a spare key available, leave
it with a trusted neighbor.

() Door Buzzer: When a visitor rings your
bell, confirm who it is by intercom before
you grant them access. Similarly, never let
strangers follow you through the front door.

() Security Cameras & Alarm Systems: Cost
effective tools for preventing crime and
identifying criminals.

() Light Timers: Installing timers on the
exterior of your residence is an effective
and energy efficient way to deter criminal
activity.

{) Doors/Windows: Always keep doors and
windows locked.

Keep property in good repair. Maintain visibility to your neighbors
for increased safety.

Door and Window Safety

Doors:
* Should be made of solid wood or metal
* Have a single cylinder deadbolt lock and
a 1-inch bolt
+ Have a front door viewer or peep hole
with a 180-degree range
* Clearly display unit number

Windows:

* Replace if glass is cracked and replace all
damaged or missing locks

* Ground level windows should be burglary
resistant: consider purchasing windows
with reinforcement wire, laminate, or
tempered glass
Polycarbonate plastic or metal grates can
be installed over existing ground level
windows
Windows above ground level are not
considered secure: if used for ventilation,
lock in position and keep open no more
than 3 inches

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WHO AND WHEN TO CALL?

3-1-1: Please contact 3-1-1 when the issue is a not an emergency, yet requires City
services or, if you simply have questions regarding City services. Non-emergency situations
include the following examples: damage to public property, public trees that requires pruning,
defective streets or sidewalks, homeless-related issues. 3-1-1 was developed to help the
community inform the appropriate City agency regarding a service request.

SF 3-1-1 APP is available to use on your mobile device. Download the APP and its
easy to use for many Non-emergency.

Non- Emergency San Francisco Dispatch Line: Pease call the non- emergency
dispatch line (415-553-0123) when the scenario does not need immediate response from the
San Francisco Police Department. For example, if there is a loud party, a group of loud
juveniles loitering in front of your residence, noise complaints, doubled parked vehicles,
suspicious activities, or a homeless/nuisance related issue. The non-emergency line is for
situations that require the police, but do not require an immediate police response.

9-1-1, please call 9-1-1 immediately if there is a police, fire, medical, or any other

emergency. The purpose of San Francisco's 9-1-1 Emergency Telephone System is to
provide the community an immediate response of police, fire, or medical personnel for
emergency occurrences. To accomplish this, it is imperative that the calls received on the 9-1-1
line be restricted to those situations that require immediate dispatching of police, paramedic, or

fire department personnel. For example, crimes or fires that are in-progress, or medical
emergencies.

The San Francisco Police Department district station telephone numbers and emails are
not monitored. Questions will be answered in the order we receive them. Station emails are not
for making police reports nor for reporting a crime. If you need to make a police report, you
can call 415-553-0123 or go to your district police station. If you have an emergency, please
call 9-1-1.
