San Francisco Police Department Makes Arrest
in Bayview District Homicide

On Saturday, August 10 2019 at approximately 9:28PM, San Francisco Police officers
responded to a ShotSpotter notification in the area of the 1000 block of Oakdale
Avenue. Officers arrived on scene and located 34 year-old Dietrich Whitley, who was
suffering from multiple gunshot wounds. Responding officers attempted lifesaving
measures until relieved by paramedics. Mr. Whitley was taken to a hospital but
unfortunately succumbed to his injuries.

The SFPD Homicide Detail began an investigation that led to the identification of a
suspect. On Tuesday, August 13 2019, investigators arrested 38 year-old Sauntek
Harrs of Concord in the city of Concord. He was booked at San Francisco County Jail
on charges of homicide and a felon in possession of a firearm.

No booking photo is being released at this time due to pending identification matters.
Although an arrest has been made, investigators are asking anyone with information

about this case to contact the San Francisco Police anonymously at 415-575-4444 or
text-a-tip to TIP411 with SFPD at the start of the message.

Unusual items or situations: A
vehicle is parked in an odd location, a package/luggage is unattended, a window/door
Is open that is usually closed, or other out-of-the-ordinary situations occur.

Examples of Suspicious Activity:
- An individual peering into vehicles, to try, and locate any valuables left unattended.

- An individual trying door handles to vehicles, and/or residences to gain access to the
vehicle and/ or residence.

- An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packages
or individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off packages.
