While the search for the suspect has concluded, the suffering of the
victim continues. The victim was injured so severely, that she has a
long road to recovery. Recognizing the extent of the trauma and the
family’s dire need for resources to take off work for the full-time
care and support of their mother, the San Francisco-Shanghai Associ-
ation networked with community leaders (such as Marlene Tran, and
others) and residents to establish a fund.
