The MO appears to be the same: kicking in the front door of the business and taking the cash
register. Ome register was recovered and 18 being processed by our Crime Scene Investigations
Unit. The exact times of the incidents are not clear, however. based upon the locations of these
businesses, they likely happened in the very carly momming hours on the 22nd and the 26th,
respactively.

While it's really helpful to capture the incident on video, it's alse REALLY helpful when we can
capture the suspect(s) driving/walking to and'or driving walking from the burglary.

Here's where vou come in: If vou happen to live in the neighborhood of these incidents. and vou
happen to have a camera that faces the street, would you please check the video to see if there is
footage of the suspects going 1o or coming from this incident either on foot or in a vehicle?
Anvthing vou could find would be most helpful.

In the meantime, we are scounng the neighborhood for wilnesses and evidence, coordinating
with cur citvwide Burglary Detail 1o determine patterns and likely suspects across police district
boundaries, and have bricfed all of Ingleside’s night shift officers 1o this crime "hotspol” location,

San Francisco SAFE. our prevention partner. along with Ingleside Station, will be meeting with
these businesses to consull regarding security best practices, including lights, cameras, burglar
alarms, ete.--anvthing that will help to dissuade, prevent, and/or rapidly detect criminal activity
with these or any other businesses in the neighborhood. The only other reminder is that if people
see something to please say something; all m-progress suspicious behavior should be reported 1o
911, o that our dispatchers can prioritize and coordinate a rapid response to suspects casing or
allempling to break mio our busmesses,

Muni Subway Closes Early for
Critical Maintenance

The SFMTA maintenance crews work hard every night after Muni Metro subway service hours to maintain the
tracks and equipment underground. On most nights, this gives them only about two hours to get work done.
In order to complete critical maintenance tasks that cannot be completed during normal windows, we are
planning two weeks of early subway dosures, so crews have more hours each night to do this vital work,

DETAILS: 4— STARTS THIS MONDAY, AUGUST 12TH

Starting August 12 and continuing for approximately two weeks, the subway between Embarcadero and
West Portal will close early at 9:30 p.m. When the subway closes early, buses will run above ground to connect
all stops, beginning at 9:30 p.m. through the normal end of train service at 1 a.m. Owl service will remain
unchanged. Trains will start regular morning service each day.
