Safety with Respect 
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INCIDENT RECAPS 

On 7/2/19 at 1659 hours, Northern Station Housing unit located a subject in the area of Eddy/Scott 
that was wanted for an auto boost that occurred in the Richmond district (190-465-500). During an 
arrest search in that incident, officers located a firearm in possession of the subject. 

At the start of the officers' shift, they conducted a computer query and confirmed that the arrest 
warrant for the subject was still in effect. While on patrol, officers located the subject enter a vehicle, 
approached him to notify him of the warrant, and to exit the vehicle. Once the subject exited the 
vehicle and was placed in handcuffs, officers performed a pat search and located a concealed, and 
loaded, firearm in his waistband. Officers conducted an AFS search of the Springfield Armory XD, 
black,.40 caliber, serial# US 182137, and discovered it was reported stolen on 3/4/16 out of the 
Ward County Sheriff's office in Minot, North Dakota (Case# 16-2940). 

On 7/16/19 at about 2238 hours, officers were called to an auto boost in progress on the 500 block 
of Hayes Street and a description of the subject was provided to officers via PIC radio. When officers 
arrived on the scene, they met with the RW, an off-duty San Mateo police officer, who stated he heard 
the window of the vehicle break and saw the subject inside the vehicle, removing property. The 
witness then saw the subject steal multiple bags from the victim's vehicle and enter a getaway vehicle 
and fled the scene. Officers subsequently provided suspect and vehicle information to the officers in 
the surrounding area. A short time later, another unit located the vehicle matching description several 
blocks away and conducted a traffic stop on the vehicle and detained the two subjects inside. One 
subject was given permission to retrieve his sweater, due to the cold weather, and at that time officers 
noticed the stolen property inside their vehicle that was described by the witness. During a cold show 
with the witness, he did not recognize the first subject who was the potential driver of the vehicle, and 
recognized the clothing of the second subject. The witness positively identified the stolen/recovered 
property that was in the subjects' possession as belonging to the victim's vehicle. Officers showed the 
victim the recovered property and he positively identified it as belonging to him. The subjects were 
then booked without incident.

SAFE Bikes maintains a 

registry to help get your bike back to you in case it's stolen, and an 

information page to keep you and your bike out of harm's way.
