Hello all,

| want to review with everyone how you can best avoid
being a victim of a burglary. Please ensure that you are
taking basic security measures i.e. locking and securing all
doors and windows. Be mindful of this security even when
at home do not leave a window or door open that is easily
accessible from the ground floor.

Always remember to keep your garage doors closed and
secured. If storing a bike in your garage please secure that
bike with a lock and secure the locked bike to a fixed item.
This is especially true if you store your bike in a shared
garage. A shared garage means there is a greater chance
that someone will leave the door open or unsecured
allowing easy access to your stored property. Please
consider putting a tracker on your bike so that if it is taken
there is a way for us to track the bike and increase the
possibility of suspect apprehension. Ensure you have the
serial number for your bike recorded which you can do by
taking a photo of your bike and then a close up photo of
the bike’s serial number. Of course having a camera
installed that captures video of anyone coming or going in
and out of your home is also invaluable when it comes to
apprehending suspects. SFPD are typically able to identify
the suspects because these suspects are more often than
not repeat offenders.

Our officers
responded quickly and are able to take suspects into custody.

Let me end by saying two things please think about installing a security camera and motion activated lights.
The footage provided by these cameras have proven invaluable in solving crimes not only at the individual’s
house but also in their neighborhood. The motion activated lights have proven to be a deterrent and also
provide lighting for the video footage.

Take photos of all items in your home that are of value to you and if there are serial numbers take photos of
those too. This will increase the chance of us being able to reunite you with your property should you be a
victim and also be able to arrest any suspect who is in possession of your property.

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SOME OF PARK STATION’S ARRESTS FOR THE WEEK

Driving, No License Issued, Traffic Violation/ Area of Broderick St. -05/13/19 10:59 Hrs.

While conducting traffic enforcement along the area of Broderick Street, Park officers observed a vehicle
making a sudden left turn, in violation of Vehicle Code section 21801(a). A traffic stop was conducted on the
vehicle; officers made contact with the driver and explained the reason for the stop. Officers asked the driver
for his driver’s license, vehicle registration and proof of insurance. The driver told the officers that he did not
have a driver’s license. He was cited for the violation and his vehicle was parked at the scene.

Warrant Arrest, Local SF Warrant, Marijuana Offense, Resisting, Delaying , Or Obstructing Peace
Officer Duties/ Area of Haight St. -05/13/19 19:05 Hrs.

On the above time and date, while patrolling the area, officers observed a subject underneath a MUNI bus
shelter located on the corner of Haight and Baker St. The subject was observed using a lighter while holding
and smoking from a green pipe. In violation of 1009.22(d) HC which prohibits smoking in service waiting area
to include MUNI bus stops and 11362.3(a)(1) HS which prohibits smoking or ingesting cannabis or cannabis
products in public place.

The subject was informed of the violations, the subject was asked to provide his identification; but kept
saying he did not have one. The subject finally gave the officers a CA. Identification card. A record check was
conducted which revealed that the subject had an outstanding felony warrant out of San Francisco with a
$10,000 bail for 459 PC and 487(a) PC. The subject was placed under arrest for the felony warrant, while
conducting an arrest search officers discovered a plastic bag of suspected marijuana in the subjects
backpack. The subject was transported to County Jail.

Warrant Arrest, Enroute to Outside Jurisdiction, Resisting Delaying, or Obstructing Peace Officer

Officers responded to Clayton/Haight regarding 3-5 people doing drugs underneath a blue tarp. Upon arrival,
officers exited their vehicle, approached the people underneath the blue tarp. Officers asked one of the
subjects for their identification, subject refused to provide his name in violation of 148(A) PC. For safety
officers detained the subject and placed him in handcuffs. A computer check revealed that the subject had
an outstanding misdemeanor warrant for $75,000 out of Santa Cruz. Subject was transported to County Jail.

Animal, Cruelty to; Resisting, Delaying, or Obstructing Peace Officer Duties 05/15/19, Haight/Masonic
1408 Hrs.

On 05/15/19 at approximately 1408 hours, Park Station Officers responded to reports of animal cruelty at the
intersection of Haight Street at Masonic Avenue. Upon arrival, the officers met and spoke with two witnesses
who observed a group of people physically abusing a dog who was leashed. It appeared as though the dog
belonged to one of the suspects who was observed slamming the dog to the ground and strangling the
animal. The dog was yelping and crying in pain.

The witnesses provided a description of the dog and two of the suspects who were inflicting pain on the
dog. Armed with this information, Park units conducted a search of the area for the suspects and dog. The
officers quickly found the suspects and dog. As one of the officers attempted to remove the dog to safe
area, suspect #1 resisted and refused to relinquish the dog. The suspect pulled on the dog’s leash as she
cursed at the officers. Eventually, they were able to get the dog away from suspect #1 as she continued to
resist.

After the officers’ investigation, the suspects were arrested for animal cruelty with an additional charge placed
on suspect #1 for resisting arrest. The dog was placed with Animal Care and Control. Both suspects were
booked for the above listed charges and transported to County Jail.

Distracted Drlvmg

Distracted driving is anything that takes your eyes or
mind off the road. In the smariphone age, distracted
driving is the most dangerous when drivers are using
their cell phone behind the wheel.

Whether it is talking, emailing, texting, plugging
in directions, using an app or scrolling through
social media feeds, using a cell phone is not only
dangerous, but also illegal.

In 2017, 3,166 people were killed in distracted
driving related crashes across the country, or nearly
10 percent of all traffic deaths.

Using a phone to dial, talk or text triples the risk

of a driver getting into a crash. Texting is the most
alarming distraction. Sending or reading a text takes
your eyes off the road for an average of 5 seconds.
At 55 mph, that’s like driving the length of a football
field with your eyes closed.

Other serious driver distractions such as eating,
grooming, reaching for objects on the floor,
changing clothes or talking with passengers are just
as dangerous. The safest thing drivers can do is put
down the phone, focus on the road and just drive.

electronic device must be used in a handsfree
manner, such as speaker or voice commands.
The law applies when at a stop sign or signal.

To use a phone while driving, it must be
mounted on the dashboard, windshield (seven-
inch square in lower right corner or five-inch
square in lower left corner), or center console.

Doors:
* Should be made of solid wood or metal
* Have a single cylinder deadbolt lock and

Windows:

* Replace if glass is cracked and replace all
damaged or missing locks

* Ground level windows should be burglary
resistant: consider purchasing windows
with reinforcement wire, laminate, or
tempered glass
Polycarbonate plastic or metal grates can
be installed over existing ground level
windows
Windows above ground level are not
considered secure: if used for ventilation,
lock in position and keep open no more
than 3 inches

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DEFINITION OF SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY

Suspicious activity is any observed behavior that could indicate a crime-related incident
has been committed, or about to be committed. Unusual items or situations: A vehicle is
parked in an odd location, a package/luggage is unattended, a window/door is open that is
usually closed, or other out-of-the-ordinary situations occur.

Examples of Suspicious Activity:
An individual peering into vehicles, to try, and locate any valuables left unattended.

An individual trying door handles to vehicles, and/or residences to gain access to the
vehicle and/ or residence.

An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packages, or
individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off packages.

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CRIME DEFINITIONS

Definitions

Robbery — Robbery is the taking of property from another by using force or by using fear.

Assault — An assault is an unlawful attempt, coupled with the present ability, to commit a violent injury on
another person.

Battery - (Misdemeanor battery) is any willful and unlawful touching of another.

(Felony battery) is the use of force or violence upon the person of another that causes
serious bodily injury.

*Assault is when a person swings their arm and battery is when that arm makes contact with

another person.

Aggravated Assault — Assault upon another person with a deadly weapon or instrument other than a firearm
or by any means of force likely to produce great bodily injury.

Burglary — The intent upon entry into a property to commit grand theft, petty theft, or any felony.

Grand Theft — Grand theft is theft committed when the value of the money, labor, or property taken
exceeds $950.

Petty Theft — Theft where the value of the property taken is less than $950.

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WHO AND WHEN TO CALL?

3-1-1: Please contact 3-1-1 when the issue is a not an emergency, yet requires City
services or, if you simply have questions regarding City services. Non-emergency situations
include the following examples: damage to public property, public trees that requires pruning,
defective streets or sidewalks, homeless-related issues. 3-1-1 was developed to help the
community inform the appropriate City agency regarding a service request.

SF 3-1-1 APP is available to use on your mobile device. Download the APP and its
easy to use for many Non-emergency.

Non- Emergency San Francisco Dispatch Line: Pease call the non- emergency
dispatch line (415-553-0123) when the scenario does not need immediate response from the
San Francisco Police Department. For example, if there is a loud party, a group of loud
juveniles loitering in front of your residence, noise complaints, doubled parked vehicles,
suspicious activities, or a homeless/nuisance related issue. The non-emergency line is for
situations that require the police, but do not require an immediate police response.

9-1-1, please call 9-1-1 immediately if there is a police, fire, medical, or any other

emergency. The purpose of San Francisco's 9-1-1 Emergency Telephone System is to
provide the community an immediate response of police, fire, or medical personnel for
emergency occurrences. To accomplish this, it is imperative that the calls received on the 9-1-1
line be restricted to those situations that require immediate dispatching of police, paramedic, or

fire department personnel. For example, crimes or fires that are in-progress, or medical
emergencies.

The San Francisco Police Department district station telephone numbers and emails are
not monitored. Questions will be answered in the order we receive them. Station emails are not
for making police reports nor for reporting a crime. If you need to make a police report, you
can call 415-553-0123 or go to your district police station. If you have an emergency, please
call 9-1-1.
