Hello all, 

Today I want to review again the importance of reporting crimes 
you witness or are a victim of. Reporting crimes is crucial in a 
number of ways. 

#1 It is important that incidents are documented at the time of    
the incident. This ensures that the victim’s memory of the      
Incident is fresh and thereby increases the chances of a more      
accurate and detailed report. (There are some exception to this 
i.e. when a person is a victim of a serious traumatizing             
experience their memory maybe better later.) 

#2 It allows immediate follow up by the officers and immediate 
seizure of evidence that could be lost if there is a delay in        
reporting. 

#3 It allows immediate further follow up by our investigative 
team on any potential leads. 

#4 It formally records the event and even though there may not 
be any leads to follow at the time the incident was reported, it 
allows all officers in law enforcement access to the report which 
may be related to other incidents that have been reported or 
will be reported later. This is especially true of sexual assaults 
where there are times it involves a repeat offender. If the       
victims do not report the crime Law enforcement members do 
not know the crime happened, nor can we follow up on the case 
nor can we determine if it is related to other cases. It allows the 
suspect to continue committing crimes, victimizing others      
because victims have chosen not to report the crime to police.

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#5 Many times when cases are related and a suspect is taken into custody the District Attorney can add additional 
charges for the related cases. Of course this is contingent on additional evidence but a victim‘s ability to identify a 
suspect in a case can be enough to charge the case when there are additional cases. 
 
#6 In addition there are cases where an individual is tormenting a neighborhood with a variety of crimes but if 
community members are not willing to make a report when they see a crime committed and sign a citizen’s arrest, 
there again incidents go unreported and the criminal behavior continues. A citizen’s arrest form needs to be signed 
when a victim or witness sees a misdemeanor crime being committed and the crime has not been committed in the 
officer’s presence. If the victim/witness does not sign the citizen’s arrest then the officer cannot arrest the individual  
for the crime committed. 
 
#7 A citizen signature is not necessary if the crime committed is a felony. The officer can immediately take the suspect 
into custody. This can happen at the scene when the victim calls 911 and officers respond. 
 
#8 Most importantly if you do not report and document the crime it is as though the crime never happened. Whatever 
chance we, the SFPD have of solving a crime that has been reported, we have zero chance of solving a crime that has 
not been reported. 
 
#9 Always call 911 when you see a crime in progress or anytime you or anyone’s life is at risk or threatened. 
 
 
Please know that reporting incidents on Next Door does not constitute making a police report nor does it constitute a 
notification to the police. If you see a crime being committed call 911 and if you have been a victim of crime ensure you 
file a report with us so we can do the necessary follow up. Please always be mindful that what is reported on next door 
or on any other app is not necessarily accurate information. 
 
Please remember we can only succeed by working together and you the members of the community are the people 
who most help us succeed. Thank you for all your help and I look forward to our continued collaboration.

Burglary, Apartment House, Unlawful Entry; Theft From Building, Unit Block of Locksley, 1530 Hours  

On 04/10/19 at approximately 0216 hours, a subject illegally entered a apartment building on Locksley Ave. 
and attempted to break into the ATM machine in the lobby.  When that was unsuccessful, the subject turned 
his sights towards the apartment building’s secure parking area.  It was there that the subject broke into a 
locked vehicle and stole over $3000.00 in property and cash. While committing the theft, the subject left     
behind some indicia.  Park officers on scene gathered evidence, statements, video, and completed a thorough 
report. 

Park SIT later obtained the video and report and followed up on the evidence.  After their investigation, Park 
SIT was able to determine and confirm the identity of the subject. Based on the above report and investigation, 
Park SIT arrested and booked a suspect for burglary and theft on 06/19/19.The subject was arrested and 
booked accordingly for the above listed charges.  

Warrant Arrest, Enroute to Outside Jurisdiction, 1200 Block of Page St. 6/18/19 1855 Hours 

Officers were on  patrol and observed a subject drinking a can of beer, in violation of 25620 (a) B&P. Officers 
contacted the subject and a computer check revealed that that he had $15,000 warrant out Santa Rosa, for   
public intoxication. The subject was arrested and transported to County Jail. 

Warrant Arrest, Local SF Warrant, Civil Sidewalk, Booking Waller/Octavia Street 6/19/19 0837 Hours 

Officers were on patrol in the area of Octavia and Waller Street when they observed a tent set up on the     
sidewalk in violation of San Francisco’s Sit/Lie ordinance 168(b) MPC. Officers contacted the two individuals  
inside the tent. A computer check revealed that one of the individuals had a local no bail warrant for drugs. 
This person was arrested, during an arrest search officers located suspected methamphetamine inside the             
suspects shoe.  The suspect was booked and transported to County Jail  

The other person that was inside the tent gave the officers a false name.  Officers were able to determine the 
suspects real name. A computer check revealed that she did not any outstanding warrants. She was issued a 
citation for falsely identify herself to a Police Officer and a Written Sit/Lie Warning and was released from the 
scene. 

Warrant Arrest, Local SF Warrant, Theft Shoplifting, Area of Haight Street 6/19/19 1124 Hours 

Foot beat Officers were on patrol on Haight St. when they observe a male take a candy bar from a store    
without making any attempt to pay for it. Officers stopped the male, he stated that he was homeless and did 
not have any money to pay for the candy bar. The employee at the store confirmed that the suspect did not pay 
for the candy bar. The employee did not want to press charges for the theft and the candy bar was returned. A 
computer check revealed that the suspect had two misdemeanor warrants for his arrest. One warrant was for 
$5,000 for burglary. The other warrant was for vandalism for $3,500. The subject was arrested and                  
transported to County Jail.  

Warrant Arrest, Local SF Warrant. / Area of Market St. – 06/22/19 – 1343 Hrs. 
  
On June 22,  2019, officers in full police uniform, driving an unmarked patrol car, were patrolling the 2020 
block of Market Street in search of a known wanted subject. The officers had been advised that the suspect 
currently had a local no bail warrant for failure to appear. The officers observed the suspect walking         
westbound on the south side of Market Street, the officers detained the suspect. The suspect’s warrant was 
confirmed  The suspect was arrested and transported to County Jail.

Narcotics Paraphernalia, Possession of. Warrant Arrest, Enroute to US Marshall. Traffic Violation   
Arrest. /Area of Warren Dr. – 06/22/19 – 1448 Hours. 
  
While in plainclothes and driving an unmarked vehicle, in the area of Warren Drive and Devonshire Way, two 
officers observed a van attempting to park in front of a house. The officers observed that the van had a yellow 
and red paper plate that stated “EZ Approved Autos”  the officers put their star on their outermost garment and 
proceeded to make contact with the driver. The officers soon discovered that the paper plate was blocking the 
automobile’s actual license plate. A computer check revealed that the driver had a No Bail US Marshall’s  
warrant for his arrest.  Two officers arrived on scene to assist. One officer conducted a cursory search for 
weapons on the driver, given that the drivers warrant was for a weapons violation. During the search, the     
officer felt an object which he immediately recognized as a glass pipe commonly used for smoking          
methamphetamine. When the pipe was removed from the drivers waistband, the officer noticed white residue 
inside the pipe, which was indicative of used narcotics paraphernalia. The subject was placed under arrest of 
this violation and transported to Park Station to be booked. The passenger of the vehicle did not have any    
outstanding warrants. The suspects vehicle was towed from the scene.

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 Suspicious activity is any observed behavior that could indicate a crime-related incident 
has been committed, or about to be committed. Unusual items or situations: A vehicle is 
parked in an odd location, a package/luggage is unattended, a window/door is open that is  
usually closed, or other out-of-the-ordinary situations occur. 

 Examples of Suspicious Activity: 

 An individual peering into vehicles, to try, and locate any valuables left unattended. 

 An individual trying door handles to vehicles, and/or residences to gain access to the       
vehicle and/ or residence.  

 An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packages, or   
individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off packages. 

  

DEFINITION OF SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY 
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 Definitions 
Robbery – Robbery is the taking of property from another by using force or by using fear. 

 

Assault – An assault is an unlawful attempt, coupled with the present ability, to commit a violent injury on 
another person. 

 

Battery - (Misdemeanor battery) is any willful and unlawful touching of another . 

    (Felony battery) is the use of force or  violence upon the person of another  that causes  
                      serious bodily injury. 

*Assault is when a person swings their arm and battery is when that arm makes contact with  

another person. 

 

Aggravated Assault – Assault upon another person with a deadly weapon or instrument other than a firearm 
or by any means of force likely to produce great bodily injury. 

 

Burglary – The intent upon entry into a property to commit grand theft, petty theft, or any felony. 

 

Grand Theft – Grand theft is theft committed when the value of the money, labor, or property taken         
exceeds $950. 

 

Petty Theft – Theft where the value of the property taken is less than $950.

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 3-1-1: Please contact 3-1-1 when the issue is a not an emergency, yet requires City 
services or, if you simply have questions regarding City services. Non-emergency situations 
include the following examples: damage to public property,  public trees that requires pruning, 
defective streets or sidewalks, homeless-related issues. 3-1-1 was developed to help the 
community inform the appropriate City agency regarding a service request.  

 SF 3-1-1 APP is available to use on your mobile device. Download the APP and its 
easy to use for many Non-emergency.  

  

 Non- Emergency San Francisco Dispatch Line: Pease call the non- emergency 
dispatch line (415-553-0123) when the scenario does not need immediate response from the 
San Francisco Police Department. For example, if there is a loud party, a group of loud 
juveniles loitering in front of your residence, noise complaints, doubled parked vehicles, 
suspicious activities, or a homeless/nuisance related issue. The non-emergency line is for 
situations that require the police, but do not require an immediate police response.  

 9-1-1, please call 9-1-1 immediately if there is a police, fire, medical, or any other 
emergency. The purpose of San Francisco's 9-1-1 Emergency Telephone System is to 
provide the community an immediate response of police, fire, or medical personnel for 
emergency occurrences. To accomplish this, it is imperative that the calls received on the 9-1-1 
line be restricted to those situations that require immediate dispatching of police, paramedic, or 
fire department personnel. For example, crimes or fires that are in-progress, or medical 
emergencies. 

 The San Francisco Police Department district station telephone numbers and emails are 
not monitored. Questions will be answered in the order we receive them. Station emails are not 
for making police reports nor for reporting a crime. If you need to make a police report, you 
can call 415-553-0123 or go to your district police station. If you have an emergency, please
