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SOME OF PARK STATION’S ARRESTS FOR THE WEEK

Driving, License Suspended or Revoked / Area of Masonic Ave. — 07/25/2019 — 2228 Hrs.

On July 26%, 2019, two officers were driving northbound on Masonic Avenue when they observed a vehicle
with defective lights. The officers conducted a traffic stop and made contact with the driver, the officers
discovered the driver did not possess his driver’s license. A computer query revealed that the driver had a
suspended driver’s license and he was subsequently issued a citation.

The female was arrested and a search of her revealed six additional vehicle keys and two key FOB’s in her
purse, as well as pry bars, wire cutters, and screwdrivers in the stolen vehicle. The female was booked and
transported to County Jail. The male was cited for being under the influence of drugs and transported to the
hospital in an ambulance.

Driving, No License Issued; Traffic Violation Arrest / Area of Duboce Ave. — 07/27/2019 — 1312 Hrs.
On July 27+, 2019, two officers observed a vehicle accelerate from Duboce Ave across Market Street at what
they estimated to be an unsafe speed, leading them to conduct a traffic stop of the vehicle.

The driver was then cited for her violations and
released at the scene.

On Tuesday, July 23+, 2019, two officers were on patrol in the area of Duboce Avenue due to an increased
amount of complaints from business owners and residents about subjects obstructing the sidewalks and
urinating in doorways. From the patrol vehicle, the officers identified a subject who, from previous contact,
was known to loiter and consume illegal narcotics. A warrants check revealed that the subject had an
outstanding warrant with a $15,000 bail. The subject was transported to Park Police Station, where he was
booked.

Hallucinogenic, Sale, Marijuana Offense Conspiracy / Area of Haight St/ Buena Vista

In the afternoon of July 23+, 2019, members of the Ingleside Plainclothes Team, with members of Park
Station Felony Crimes Unit and the San Francisco Police Tactical Division conducted a

buy/bust operation in the Park District. A total of five suspects were arrested for sales of Hallucinogens, which
included Lysergic Acid Diethylamide, LSD a potent hallucinogenic drug, and psilocybin mushrooms. These
officers these got these suspected drug dealers off the streets of the Park District, each one was booked and
transported to County Jail. The above listed drugs were removed from the streets and booked into evidence.

Distracted driving is anything that takes your eyes or
mind off the road. In the smariphone age, distracted
driving is the most dangerous when drivers are using
their cell phone behind the wheel.

Whether it is talking, emailing, texting, plugging
in directions, using an app or scrolling through
social media feeds, using a cell phone is not only
dangerous, but also illegal.

In 2017, 3,166 people were killed in distracted
driving related crashes across the country, or nearly
10 percent of all traffic deaths.

Using a phone to dial, talk or text triples the risk

of a driver getting into a crash. Texting is the most
alarming distraction. Sending or reading a text takes
your eyes off the road for an average of 5 seconds.
At 55 mph, that’s like driving the length of a football
field with your eyes closed.

Other serious driver distractions such as eating,
grooming, reaching for objects on the floor,
changing clothes or talking with passengers are just
as dangerous. The safest thing drivers can do is put
down the phone, focus on the road and just drive.

Holding a phone while driving is illegal. Any

electronic device must be used in a handsfree
manner, such as speaker or voice commands.
The law applies when at a stop sign or signal.

To use a phone while driving, it must be
mounted on the dashboard, windshield (seven-
inch square in lower right corner or five-inch
square in lower left corner), or center console.

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DEFINITION OF SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY

Suspicious activity is any observed behavior that could indicate a crime-related incident
has been committed, or about to be committed. Unusual items or situations: A vehicle is
parked in an odd location, a package/luggage is unattended, a window/door is open that is
usually closed, or other out-of-the-ordinary situations occur.

Examples of Suspicious Activity:
An individual peering into vehicles, to try, and locate any valuables left unattended.

An individual trying door handles to vehicles, and/or residences to gain access to the
vehicle and/ or residence.

An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packages, or
individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off packages.

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CRIME DEFINITIONS

Definitions

Robbery — Robbery is the taking of property from another by using force or by using fear.

Assault — An assault is an unlawful attempt, coupled with the present ability, to commit a violent injury on
another person.

Battery - (Misdemeanor battery) is any willful and unlawful touching of another.

(Felony battery) is the use of force or violence upon the person of another that causes
serious bodily injury.

*Assault is when a person swings their arm and battery is when that arm makes contact with

another person.

Aggravated Assault — Assault upon another person with a deadly weapon or instrument other than a firearm
or by any means of force likely to produce great bodily injury.

Burglary — The intent upon entry into a property to commit grand theft, petty theft, or any felony.

Grand Theft — Grand theft is theft committed when the value of the money, labor, or property taken
exceeds $950.

Petty Theft — Theft where the value of the property taken is less than $950.

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WHO AND WHEN TO CALL?

3-1-1: Please contact 3-1-1 when the issue is a not an emergency, yet requires City
services or, if you simply have questions regarding City services. Non-emergency situations
include the following examples: damage to public property, public trees that requires pruning,
defective streets or sidewalks, homeless-related issues. 3-1-1 was developed to help the
community inform the appropriate City agency regarding a service request.

SF 3-1-1 APP is available to use on your mobile device. Download the APP and its
easy to use for many Non-emergency.

Non- Emergency San Francisco Dispatch Line: Pease call the non- emergency
dispatch line (415-553-0123) when the scenario does not need immediate response from the
San Francisco Police Department. For example, if there is a loud party, a group of loud
juveniles loitering in front of your residence, noise complaints, doubled parked vehicles,
suspicious activities, or a homeless/nuisance related issue. The non-emergency line is for
situations that require the police, but do not require an immediate police response.

9-1-1, please call 9-1-1 immediately if there is a police, fire, medical, or any other

emergency. The purpose of San Francisco's 9-1-1 Emergency Telephone System is to
provide the community an immediate response of police, fire, or medical personnel for
emergency occurrences. To accomplish this, it is imperative that the calls received on the 9-1-1
line be restricted to those situations that require immediate dispatching of police, paramedic, or

fire department personnel. For example, crimes or fires that are in-progress, or medical
emergencies.

The San Francisco Police Department district station telephone numbers and emails are
not monitored. Questions will be answered in the order we receive them. Station emails are not
for making police reports nor for reporting a crime. If you need to make a police report, you
can call 415-553-0123 or go to your district police station. If you have an emergency, please
call 9-1-1.
