Hello all, 

Although we are down 30% in burglaries this year to date by 
comparison to 2018 we did see a slight increase last week. 
Please review the following information to help ensure you are 
not a victim of this crime. 

I want to review with everyone how you can best avoid being a 
victim of a burglary. Please ensure that you are  taking basic  
security measures i.e. locking and securing all doors and         
windows. Be mindful of this security even when at home do not 
leave a window or door open that is easily accessible from the 
ground floor. 

Always remember to keep your garage doors closed and         
secured. If storing a bike in your garage please secure that bike 
with a lock and secure the locked bike to a fixed item. This is 
especially true if you store your bike in a shared  garage. A 
shared garage means there is a greater chance that someone 
will leave the door open or unsecured  allowing easy access to 
your stored property. Please  consider putting a tracker on your 
bike so that if it is taken there is a way for us to track the bike 
and increase the possibility of suspect apprehension. Ensure you 
have the serial number for your bike recorded which you can do 
by taking a photo of your bike and then a close up photo of the 
bike’s serial number. Of course having a camera installed that 
captures video of anyone coming or going in and out of your 
home is also invaluable when it comes to apprehending          
suspects. SFPD are typically able to identify the suspects         
because these suspects are more often than not repeat     
offenders.

Do not leave a hide-a key. Suspects are very in tune with where people leave spare keys. Do not leave your 
garage door opener in your car or at least keep it out of view. Of course a big deterrent for burglars is having 
a dog but I know not all of us can be lucky enough to have our furry friends on guard each day and night. 

Please immediately call 911 if you think you see a crime in progress or a suspicious person in your            
neighborhood. District residents have being doing a great job of calling 911 when they see suspicious activity 
or what they believe to be a crime in progress. These calls have led to numerous arrests. Our officers          
responded quickly and are able to take suspects into custody. 

Let me end by saying two things please think about installing a security camera and motion activated lights. 
The footage provided by these cameras have proven invaluable in solving crimes not only at the individual’s 
house but also in their neighborhood. The motion activated lights have proven to be a deterrent and also 
provide lighting for the video footage. 

Take photos of all items in your home that are of value to you and if there are serial numbers take photos of 
those too. This will increase the chance of us being able to reunite you with your property should you be a 
victim and also be able to arrest any suspect who is in possession of your property. 

Please take the time to review all the crime prevention tips on the pages to the back of this newsletter.  

Your safety is paramount to us here at Park Station and with your help we can prevent many crimes and 
solve more.

 Plan a safe route, always walk with an adult or a friend. Wear bright colored 
clothes if possible. 

 

 Walk on the sidewalk, watch for cars at every driveway and intersection. 
 
 

 Always use crosswalks or intersections when crossing the street, do not cross mid 
block and don’t forget to activate the crosswalk signal if one is available. 

 

 Look before you cross the street, look left, right and left again, do not cross the 
street if you see a car coming, even if you have the right-a-way. The driver may not 
see you. Try to make eye contact with the driver before you cross the street.  

 

 Do not walk with earbuds or headphones on.  
 

 Do not walk while texting or talking on the phone, be aware of your surroundings.

 Be aware of school zones, pay extra attention around schools, playgrounds, and 
parks. A young child may dart in front of your vehicle. 

 
 

 Don’t block the crosswalk when stopped at a stop sign, red light or waiting to make 
a turn. This forces pedestrians to go around your vehicle and could put them in the 
path of moving traffic.  

 

 Yield to pedestrians crossing the street or intersection. Always stop for a school 
crossing guard holding up a stop sign. 

 
 

 Never pass a vehicle stopped for pedestrians. 
 

 Always stop for pedestrians even if you have the right of way.

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Civil Sidewalks, Citation / Area of Market St – 09/04/2019                                                                          
On September 4th, 2019 officers spotted a blue tent behind Safeway. Officers proceeded to approach the 
tent, inside was a male and a female. Both were in violation of the Sit/Lie Ordinance. Officers offered the 
subjects resources but they refused. Both subjects were cited. 

Warrant Arrest, Enroute to US Marshall, Found Person / Area of Page St – 09/05/2019                         
On September 5th, 2019 officers were dispatched regarding a wellbeing check of a male sleeping inside a 
Toyota pickup truck. Upon arrival, one of the officers knocked on the window and identified himself as SFPD 
and explained why he was there. A computer check through dispatch revealed that the suspect was a 
missing person out of San Rafael and had a felony warrant enroute to the US Marshall’s. Officers handcuffed 
the suspect and placed him in the back of the patrol vehicle. The subject was transported to Park Station and 
booked for the listed warrant. The subject’s vehicle was towed as it was parked illegally.  

Civil Sidewalks, Citation / Area of Cole St – 09/06/2019                                                                              
On September 6th, 2019 officers observed a person sitting on the public sidewalk. This person was known to 
the officers prior to this incident due to previous encounters.  The subject refused all city services and was 
not having any medical emergencies. Officers advised the subject that she was in violation of the Sit/Lie 
Ordinance.  Officers cited and released the subject.

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Park Smart Campaign 
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 Suspicious activity is any observed behavior that could indicate a crime-related incident 
has been committed, or about to be committed. Unusual items or situations: A vehicle is 
parked in an odd location, a package/luggage is unattended, a window/door is open that is  
usually closed, or other out-of-the-ordinary situations occur. 

 Examples of Suspicious Activity: 

 An individual peering into vehicles, to try, and locate any valuables left unattended. 

 An individual trying door handles to vehicles, and/or residences to gain access to the       
vehicle and/ or residence.  

 An individual checking front doors of residences to locate any unattended packages, or   
individuals following delivery trucks to see where the truck is dropping off packages. 

  

DEFINITION OF SUSPICIOUS ACTIVITY 
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 Definitions 
Robbery – Robbery is the taking of property from another by using force or by using fear. 

 

Assault – An assault is an unlawful attempt, coupled with the present ability, to commit a violent injury on 
another person. 

 

Battery - (Misdemeanor battery) is any willful and unlawful touching of another . 

    (Felony battery) is the use of force or  violence upon the person of another  that causes  
                      serious bodily injury. 

*Assault is when a person swings their arm and battery is when that arm makes contact with  

another person. 

 

Aggravated Assault – Assault upon another person with a deadly weapon or instrument other than a firearm 
or by any means of force likely to produce great bodily injury. 

 

Burglary – The intent upon entry into a property to commit grand theft, petty theft, or any felony. 

 

Grand Theft – Grand theft is theft committed when the value of the money, labor, or property taken         
exceeds $950. 

 

Petty Theft – Theft where the value of the property taken is less than $950.

 3-1-1: Please contact 3-1-1 when the issue is a not an emergency, yet requires City 
services or, if you simply have questions regarding City services. Non-emergency situations 
include the following examples: damage to public property,  public trees that requires pruning, 
defective streets or sidewalks, homeless-related issues. 3-1-1 was developed to help the 
community inform the appropriate City agency regarding a service request.  

 SF 3-1-1 APP is available to use on your mobile device. Download the APP and its 
easy to use for many Non-emergency.  

  

 Non- Emergency San Francisco Dispatch Line: Pease call the non- emergency 
dispatch line (415-553-0123) when the scenario does not need immediate response from the 
San Francisco Police Department. For example, if there is a loud party, a group of loud 
juveniles loitering in front of your residence, noise complaints, doubled parked vehicles, 
suspicious activities, or a homeless/nuisance related issue. The non-emergency line is for 
situations that require the police, but do not require an immediate police response.  

 9-1-1, please call 9-1-1 immediately if there is a police, fire, medical, or any other 
emergency. The purpose of San Francisco's 9-1-1 Emergency Telephone System is to 
provide the community an immediate response of police, fire, or medical personnel for 
emergency occurrences. To accomplish this, it is imperative that the calls received on the 9-1-1 
line be restricted to those situations that require immediate dispatching of police, paramedic, or 
fire department personnel. For example, crimes or fires that are in-progress, or medical 
emergencies. 

 The San Francisco Police Department district station telephone numbers and emails are 
not monitored. Questions will be answered in the order we receive them. Station emails are not 
for making police reports nor for reporting a crime. If you need to make a police report, you 
can call 415-553-0123 or go to your district police station. If you have an emergency, please
