In the past few days, we’ve received inquiries
regarding two recent incidents that occurred in
the district earlier in the week - a fatal vehicle
collision that occurred on Monday, August 15th
and a shooting that occurred on Saturday, Au-
gust 17th. First, we would like to extend our
sincere and heartfelt thoughts and prayers to
those directly affected, and their family and
friends. Each incident is tragic and unfortunate
in its own right, and reminds us of the unpre-
dictable nature of life, as well as the im-
portance of always appreciating those around
us.

Next, we want to reassure the community that
all necessary department resources are being
utilized to address each incident. While these
remain active and ongoing investigations, and
circumstances prevent us from sharing certain
information, we are able to provide some de-
tails in this week’s newsletter, and you’ll find
that on the following page. We would also like
to reassure you that these incidents do not ap-
pear to have been targeted occurrences, and
instead appear to have transpired as the result
of the actions of individuals engaged in unlaw-
ful activity, with no apparent or obvious connec-
tion to the victims.

When incidents like this occur, they bring up
many questions and concerns, but rest assured
that the officers of Ingleside Station will contin-
ue to be here, day and night, to help protect our
community and keep us safe. Likewise, we will
be sure to share any information through the
usual channels as it is provided to us and be-
comes available.

Recent Incidents in the Ingleside District

At approximately 6:04 p.m. on August 17, 2020, Ingleside officers responded to a report of a shooting that
occurred at Moscow and Persia Streets. Preliminary information from 911 callers indicated that the
occupants of two cars had exchanged gun fire.

Officers arrived on scene and determined that a bystander, a 50-year-old female, sustained a possible
gunshot wound, and was transported to a local hospital. Her condition was described as stable and non-
life threatening.

One of the suspect vehicles was subsequently involved in a collision nearby, a subject was detained, and
as a result of the investigation, a subject was booked on charges related to the incident.

At approximately 7:33 p.m. on August 15, 2020, San Francisco Police officers saw a vehicle wanted in
connection with an armed robbery in the East Bay, travelling in the Mission Bay neighborhood. The SFPD
officers attempted to stop the vehicle, but the driver failed to pull over and stop, and a vehicle pursuit
ensued.

The suspect vehicle fled onto the freeway and returned to city streets in the Ingleside District. The
officers continued the pursuit, but lost sight of the wanted vehicle. Atapproximately 7:40 p.m.
dispatchers at the Department of Emergency Management began receiving reports of a vehicle collision
at Geneva Ave. and Prague 5t.

SFPD officers responded to the scene and saw that the suspect vehicle was involved in a collision with
other vehicles, resulting in multiple parties being injured. A preliminary investigation determined that the
suspect vehicle ran a red light Eastbound on Geneva Avenue and collided with a minivan that was
traveling Northbound on Prague, to Westbound Geneva.

The driver of the minivan, a 63-year-old male, was injured and succumbed to his injuries at the
scene. Two passengers in the minivan, a 57-year-old female and a 35-year-old female, were seriously
injured, and were admitted to a local San Francisco hospital.

The driver of the suspect vehicle, 19-year-old Paris Powell of San Francisco, ran from the collision scene
on foot but was arrested nearby. A firearm was located on his person. He was treated at a local hospital
and later booked on the charges of: homicide [187PC], evading a peace officer resulting in death
[2800.3(b)VC], reckless driving resulting in serious injury [23105(a)VC]., contributing to the delinquency of
a minor [272(a}(1)PC], child endangerment [273a(a)PC], hit and run involving an injury [20001{a)VC], hit
and run [20002{a)VC], carrying a concealed firearm [25400{a){2)PC], evading a peace officer resulting in
bodily injury [2800.3{a)VC], and resisting, obstructing or delaying a peace officer [148{a}(1}PC].

Four passengers in the suspect vehicle were detained and admitted to a local hospital.
Both incidents remain active and ongoing investigations, in their early stages. Anyone with information is

Arrests:

5:14pm Unit BlIk Chaves Ave. Burglary

Dispatch received a call from a “911” caller stating that there was a suspicious person casing
homes in the area of Chaves and Agua Way. Officers Joseph, Placencia, George and Cortez
were sent to investigate. When they arrived they searched the area and saw a suspicious person
walking out from a backyard of a home on the unit block of Chaves Avenue. The officers quick-
ly detained him while Officer Joseph met with the “911”, who said he was driving by the area
when he noticed the suspect standing in front of the home looking at the front door and then
looking around. The witness said this was very suspicious and decided to circle back around to
see what the suspect was up too. The witness parked his vehicle and kept a watchful eye on the
suspect. The witness said the suspect approached the front door and was able to get it open. The
suspect began to enter the home when the suspect took one more look to see if anyone was
around and spotted the witness looking at him. The suspect raced down the stairs and ran to-
wards the witness. The witness told the officers that he felt scared and drove away from the area
and called the police. During the investigation it was revealed that the suspect tried to force en-
try into the home from the back door before making forced entry through the front door. The
suspect was ultimately charged and booked for first degree burglary. Report Number:

At approximately 6:04 p.m., Officers Wong and Fyles along with several Ingleside units re-
sponded to the area of Persia and Prague regarding reports of a shooting that had just occurred.
Preliminary information from “911” callers and from several witnesses located at the scene indi-
cated that the occupants of two cars had exchanged gun fire. The officers arrived on scene and
located a bystander, a 50-year-old female, who sustained a possible gunshot wound, and was
transported to a local hospital. Her condition was described as stable and non-life threatening.
Moments later, one of the suspect vehicles was subsequently involved in a collision nearby at
Silver and Naples Avenue. A subject inside the vehicle was detained, and as a result of the in-
vestigation, the same subject was booked on charges related to the incident. Report Number:

Dispatch Sent Officers Elliston, Cvetovac, Morrow and Cuenca to a robbery call that occurred at
a Muni bus stop on the 1400 block of Geneva Avenue. The officers spoke to the bus operator,
who said he noticed a passenger not wearing a mask while riding the bus. He said he made an
announcement to all the passengers that everyone must wear a mask when riding the bus. After
noticing that the suspect was not putting a mask on, the driver pulled into the bus stop and made
a second announcement saying he was not going to proceed until everyone complied. The sus-
pect knew that the announcement was directed at her and became angry and began yelling at the
Muni operator. The suspect then exited the bus and began acting erratically. She then approached
a victim, who was already waiting for another bus, and without warning snatched her phone
from her hand and proceeded to smash it against the bus. The victim said she felt scared that the
suspect might harm her and did not resist. The suspect then approached the victim again and this
time took her purse and proceeded to shove her against the bus shelter. Fortunately, the victim
was not seriously hurt and the surveillance cameras on the bus recorded the incident. Report

San Francisco Police Department unveils ‘Black lives matter’ poster
that reaffirms values, showcases rationale from every corner of SFPD

SAN FRANCISCO (Aug. 12, 2020) — San Francisco Chief of Police William Scott was
joined today by Police Commission Vice President Damali Taylor and Police
Commissioner DionJay Brookter to unveil the innovative approach taken by members of
the San Francisco Police Department and the San Francisco Police Commission in
developing the “Black lives matter” posters that will be displayed in every police station
throughout the city this month.

Commissioner Brookter authored the resolution requiring the display of such banners,
which was recommended to him by members of the community and unanimously
approved by the Police Commission at its July 15, 2020 meeting. At a virtual Zoom
press conference today, attendees showcased how SFPD members throughout the
department embraced the importance and meaningful symbolism of the endeavor —
adding content and exceeding the original 32-by-24-inch minimum dimension by 90
percent.

Working in tandem with the resolution’s author and members of the police commission
since the resolution’s adoption, SFPD members department-wide opted to go beyond
the measure’s basic requirements. The oversized banner now measuring 27 by 54
inches explains why the department's values of “safety with respect for all” require
acknowledging why Black lives matter — “definitively and resoundingly” — to all
members of the San Francisco Police Department.

“Recent protests since the death of George Floyd at the hands of Minneapolis police
have challenged our profession to rise to the moment in ways that are unprecedented in
our modern history,” Chief Scott said. “Millions of people are talking to us, and we need
to listen. With the ‘Black lives matter’ banner we are unveiling today, | think the San
Francisco Police Department makes very clear: we are listening, and we are answering

definitively and resoundingly that Black lives matter to all of us — and for many reasons.
| want to thank all the members of the San Francisco Police Commission for their
leadership in this effort, and especially the members of the San Francisco Police
Department, who rose to the moment, and embraced the meaning of Black lives matter
in ways that are heartfelt and moving."

The poster employs the Pan-African colors of red, yellow, green and black in lettering
related to Black lives matter terminology, while San Francisco Police Department and
Police Commission lettering employs blue coloring.

San Francisco Police Arrest Suspect
from 4™ & Mission Street Homicide

On Wednesday, August 12, 2020 at approximately 3:22 PM officers responded to a
report of a shooting at 4th St. and Mission St. Officers arrived on scene and located a
victim suffering from a gunshot wound. The victim was transported to the hospital with
life threatening injuries, but later succumbed to the injuries despite the life-saving efforts
of the medical staff.

Officers had information that the suspect ran into a parking structure and officers
immediately established a plan to search the building. Responding officers from the
SFPD Special Operations Tactical Unit searched the parking structure and located the
suspect who was taken into custody.

The SFPD Homicide Detail arrived on scene and took over the investigation. The
suspect, Jose Alvarez, 23 year-old male, was arrested and booked into San Francisco
County Jail for the felony charges of murder (187(a) PC), prohibited person in
possession of firearm (29800(a)(1) PC), carrying concealed firearm (25400(a)(1) PC),
carrying loaded firearm (25850(a) PC), and probation hold (1203.2(a) PC).

While an arrest has been made, this investigation remains active and ongoing. Anyone
with information is asked to call the SFPD 24 Hour Tip Line at 1-415-575-4444 or Text a
Tip to TIP411 and begin the text message with SFPD.

San Francisco Police Seek Public’s Assistance in School Vandalism

On July 24, 2020, at approximately 10:09 a.m., Taraval Station officers responded to
the 800 block of Brotherhood Way for a report of vandalism to a school. Upon arrival,
officers observed evidence of vandalism containing hateful graffiti on the school
grounds.

An investigation by Taraval Station officers revealed that on July 24, 2020, at
approximately 1:40 a.m. four suspects jumped over a fence onto the school campus
and cultural center. The four suspects proceeded to vandalize the walls with graffiti
containing hateful anti-Armenian messages. Two other suspects acted as the lookouts
during the incident. The graffiti caused a large amount of damage, categorized as
felony vandalism. The suspects were seen leaving in a large white SUV, later
determined to have headed southbound Highway 280.

Taraval Station officers notified SFPD’s Special Investigations Division (SID) of the
incident due to the hateful messages. An investigation conducted by SFPD's SID unit
determined the school was targeted due to their Armenian affiliation and is classifying
this incident as a hate crime.

Investigators are asking anyone who withessed the incident to contact SFPD. Attached
are photos and a video of suspects in the incident.

Garages can sometimes be the most vulnerable area of the home and

they are often the entry point most targeted by thieves because of the
easy access to the home. Here are some tips to help secure your garage

GARAGE DOOR

This may seem obvious, but just drive
through any residential neighborhood and
you'll likely see a few wide-open garage
doors. This is an invitation to burglars and
at the very least, you're allowing passersby
to easily view the contents of your garage.

ﬁREINFORCE THE GLASS
ON THE GARAGE DOOR

Add vinyl adhesive to reinforce garage
windows. You can also opt for a frosted or
translucent glass design to allow sunlight in
while obscuring contents inside.

How to Call 911 in an Emergency

What to Do During an Emergency

How to Describe a Suspect

Providing a detailed description of a criminal suspect can help solve crimes in

San Francisco. Suspects can easily change their appearance with a hat, jacket
or glasses. It is important to be mindful of unique characteristics such as body
markings, tattoos, shoes and specific clothing markings, like logos.

Note the Following Unigque Characteristics:
Race Sex Age Height Waeight

Hair Eyes Complexion

*  Physical Characteristics (slight or heavy build, scars, marks, tattoos, manner of
walk, mustache, glasses)

+ Clothing (type and color, logos or brand names, shoes, jewelry, accessories)

+  Weapon (type of weapon used by the suspect: rifle, shotgun, automatic,
revolver, knife)

* Remarks (note anything the suspect says, accent, any names used)

+  Means of Escape (vehicle or foot, license plate number, year, make, model,
color, traveling in which direction)

If it's safe, take a photo of the suspect, vehicle, license plate number, etc.
