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Crime Data Warehouse: “Find Assigned Investigator”

The purpose of this notice is to inform members of a new feature in Crime Data Warehouse
(C‘CDW’)).

After an incident occurs, certain criteria will determine if a case should be assigned for follow up
investigation.

The “Find Assigned Investigator” feature in CDW will help users easily determine if a case was
assigned for investigation. Additionally, the user will be able to determine the assigned unit and
investigator.

From CDW, select the “Incidents” tab, then click “Find Assigned Investigator” and enter the
case number. If the case has been assigned, CDW will provide the name of the unit and
investigator.
