Recently we have experienced a resurgence of burgla-
ries through garage doors. This is where the suspect
would drill a hole through the garage door and pull the
safety release mechanism with a hanger. Also, be
aware if your garage door has a window. Thieves
would break the window and access the safety release
mechanism with a hanger that way. If you park your
vehicle outside your home, make sure you take the
garage door opener remote out of your car. See page
5-7 for more safety information.

We want to remind everyone to drive safely. Slow
down, especially when it is raining, and have your
headlights on. Obey all traffic signs and rules of the
road. Taraval Station will be conducting traffic opera-
tions throughout January.

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San Francisco Police Shoplifting “Blitz” Operation Results in Multiple Arrests 23-157
DECEMBER 21, 2023 | 7:37 PM

To help reduce retail thefts and to hold those committing these crimes accountable, the San Francisco
Police Department Burglary Unit (Fencing & Organized Retail Crime investigators) and Field Operations
Bureau, pre-planned a shoplifting enforcement operation. A retail store located on the 700 block of Mis-
sion Street and the 200 block of Winston Drive was chosen for the operation due to the high number of
shoplifting incidents the businesses were experiencing.

On Tuesday, December 12, 2023, the operation was successful in arresting a total of 18 suspects listed
below. Two were booked at San Francisco County Jail #1 for outstanding warrants and the on-view theft
charges. One suspect was booked at San Francisco County Jail #1 for on-view felony theft charg-

es. Twelve suspects were cited for shoplifting and released from the scene. The stolen property was
seized by officers during the operation and returned to the store. The SFPD will continue to conduct
these operations throughout San Francisco in the hopes of reducing thefts that are targeting our busi-
nesses.

Garages can sometimes be the most vulnerable area of the home and
they are often the entry point most targeted by thieves because of the
easy access to the home. Here are some tips to help secure your garage

INSTALL MOTION-SENSITIVE
LIGHTS

Homes and garages with poor exterior
lighting become more appealing targets for
burglars. Ensure all entry points are well-lit.
Constant lighting supplemented by motion
sensitive lighting is best.

DON'T LEAVE GARAGE DOOR
REMOTE IN YOUR CAR

A garage door remote is basically another key

into your home and thieves won't hesitate to

use it if they find it. Opt to use a remote on a
keychain.

TIE EMERGENCY
RELEASE CORD

Tying your emergency release cord into a
small ball will make it more difficult to
reach by thieves who manage to break the
garage windows.

SECURE ANY VALUABLES
Keep all tools in cabinet systems with locks
and be sure to hang and lock any bicycles. As
much as possible, try to avoid keeping valuable
items in the garage or inside vehicles.

INSTALL INTERIOR MAIL
SLOT HOOD COVER

If the garage door is equipped with a mail slot, a
hood cover will prevent any view into the garage
and its contents, eliminating enticement to enter.

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San Francisco Police Arrest Taraval District Homicide Suspect

December 20, 2023 23-156(a)

On December 13, 2023, at approximately 2:39 a.m., San Francisco Police responded to the area of San Jose
Ave and Plymouth Ave regarding a shooting. Upon arrival, officers located an unresponsive adult male with
apparent gunshot wounds. Officers administered medical aid, including cardio-pulmonary resuscitation
(CPR), and summoned paramedics to the scene. Despite life-saving efforts by first responders, the victim was
pronounced deceased at the scene.

The San Francisco Police Department Homicide Detail is investigating this incident. Through the course of
the investigation the suspect was identified as, 46-year-old male Christopher Kyle Marsh. SFPD Homicide in-
vestigators developed probable cause to obtain a Ramey warrant for Marsh.

On Thursday, December 14, 2023, SFPD officers assigned to Ingleside Station located Marsh on the 5500
block of Mission St. at approximately 11:40 a.m. and placed him under arrest for the homicide. The arresting
officers also developed probable cause to arrest him for possession of suspected narcotics and two out-
standing arrest warrants out of San Mateo County Sherriff’s Office.

Marsh was booked into San Francisco County Jail for the homicide arrest warrant (Violation: 187(a) PC, No
Bail Amount), possession of methamphetamine (11377(1) HS, and possession of drug paraphernalia (11364
(2) HS).

While an arrest has been made this remains an open and active investigation. Anyone with information is
asked to call the SFPD Tip Line at 1-415-575-4444 or Text a Tip to TIP411 and begin the text message with
SFPD.
